Subject : Enable BMC VGA Using SOL

Purpose:  

BMC VGA default is disabled, so the remote KVM is no function. To support KVM, we can use SOL 

(serial over LAN) to enable BMC VGA remotely. 

 

To start SOL session using IPMItool from a management station:  

1. Get IPMITool from Avalue. 

2. At the command prompt, run the command to start SOL: 

Ipmitool -I lanplus –H <BMC IP address> –U <login name> -P <login password> sol activate 

 

This connects the management station to the managed system’s serial port. 

 

3. If managed system is in OS or shutdown state, open another command prompt to reset or power on 

system. 

 

Power on: 

Ipmitool -I lanplus –H <BMC IP address> –U <login name> -P <login password> chassis power on 

 

Reset: 

Ipmitool -I lanplus –H <BMC IP address> –U <login name> -P <login password> chassis power reset 

 

After executing the above command, BIOS will start POST. At this time, switch back to the SOL window, 

and then press the <DEL> key to enter the BIOS setup when you see the screen. 

 

 



 

 

4. Go to the following path to enabe BMC VGA. 

Chipset PCH-IO Configuration PCI Express Configuration BMC VGA (PCI-E Port 4) 

 

 

Go to [Save & Exit] page. Save Changes and Reset. 

 

 

To quit a SOL session from IPMItool, press <~> and <.> one after the other. The SOL session closes. 

 Note: If you close the SOL window directly, the SOL session will keep for 1 minute. 

 

5. The BMC VGA is enabled now. Check KVM function from Web UI.
